Description
Cladribine (Mavenclad®) is a cytotoxic purine antimetabolite.

FDA Approved Indication(s)
Mavenclad is indicated for the treatment of relapsing forms of multiple sclerosis (MS), to include
relapsing-remitting disease and active secondary progressive disease, in adults.

Because of its safety profile, use of Mavenclad is generally recommended for patients who have
had an inadequate response to, or are unable to tolerate, an alternate drug indicated for the
treatment of MS.

Limitation(s) of use: Mavenclad is not recommended for use in patients with clinically isolated
syndrome (CIS) because of its safety profile.

Policy/Criteria
Provider must submit documentation (such as office chart notes, lab results or other clinical
information) supporting that member has met all approval criteria.

It is the policy of health plans affiliated with Centene Corporation® that Mavenclad is medically
necessary when the following criteria are met:

I. Initial Approval Criteria
A. Multiple Sclerosis (must meet all):
1. Diagnosis of one of the following (a or b):

a. Relapsing-remitting MS, and failure two of the following at up to maximally
indicated doses, unless contraindicated or clinically significant adverse effects are
experienced: Dimethyl fumarate (Tecfidera® Brand is preferred), an interferon-
beta agent (Betaseron, Rebif), glatiramer (Copaxone® 20 mg are preferred
agents)*

*Prior authorization is required for all disease modifying therapies for MS
b. Secondary progressive MS;
2. Prescribed by or in consultation with a neurologist;
Age > 18 years;
4. Mavenclad is not prescribed concurrently with other disease modifying therapies for
MS (see Appendix D);
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Documentation of baseline number of relapses per year and expanded disability status
scale (EDSS) score;

Dose does not exceed any of the following: 2 tablets per day, 10 tablets per cycle, 2
cycles per course, 1 course per year.

Approval duration: 12 months - up to 1 course (2 courses lifetime total)

B. Other diagnoses/indications (must meet 1 or 2):

History of hypersensitivity to cladribine
Women intending to breastfeed on a Mavenclad treatment day and for 10 days after
the last dose

e Disease-modifying therapies for MS are: glatiramer acetate (Copaxone®, Glatopa®),
interferon beta-1a (Avonex®, Rebif®), interferon beta-1b (Betaseron®, Extavia®),
peginterferon beta-1a (Plegridy®), dimethyl fumarate (Tecfidera®), diroximel fumarate
(Vumerity®), monomethyl fumarate (Bafiertam™),fingolimod (Gilenya®, Tascenso
ODT™), teriflunomide (Aubagio®), alemtuzumab (Lemtrada®), mitoxantrone
(Novantrone®), natalizumab (Tysabri®), ocrelizumab (Ocrevus®), cladribine
(Mavenclad®), siponimod (Mayzent®), ozanimod (Zeposia®), ponesimod (Ponvory™),
ublituximab-xiiy (Briumvi™), and ofatumumab (Kesimpta®). .
